Plot Breakdown

Oliver is a lowlife hustler who gets by on the crumbs thrown from the tables of the married women he temporarily satisfies. But married women have husbands and some of those husbands have shotguns and one of them wants to blow Oliver's head off.

Oliver has another problem. Unaware that he impregnated a woman ten years ago Oliver’s offspring is about to be dropped on his doorstep to give him a painful lesson in parenthood.

Stanley is a suicidal incompetent whose distant obsession with the woman in the building across from him renders him a binocular wielding peeping tom. Too scared to die but too terrified to live Stanley goes to the top of his apartment building, and, just as he is about to jump to his demise, he is interrupted by Oliver.

And so begins the painful education of these two loner opposites as they learn from each other how to become the men they yearn to be.

Gross out comedy with heart Oliver Twisted is a provocative celebration of the incompetent little lover in all of us.
